CLICK AND SHOP SAFELY
“All the world’s a mall'” Especially on the Internet, but is it safe? You
know you are in a safe area of a site when:
¢ A notice pops on the screen as you enter or leave the area.
You have to click “ok” or “continue” to go to the next step.
¢ There is an “s” after “http” in the email address. Check the
address after the pop-on screen warning to make sure the
address reads: https:

¢ The closed-lock icon is in the corner of the screen.
